Men’s Doubles + Women's Doubles + Mixed Doubles maximum 64 matches.

It is required that every event in a particular Circuit tournament has at least 8
competitors (i.e. actual competitors, not merely entries). If the required
number of competitors is not met, this particular event shall not count
towards any ranking.

The tournament will be played in full accordance with the Laws of Badminton
and the Competition Regulations adopted by the BWF as well as the Circuit
Regulations.

Competitors must be prepared to play at the times determined for the events
for which they have entered. Competitors will be scratched if not ready to
play when called.

Players shall not plan their departure less than two (2) hours after their last
match is planned to conclude. If a player/pair is unable to compete due to
early departure, such a player/pair shall lose all the Circuit Ranking points
gained at the particular tournament and BADMINTON EUROPE shall propose
to BWF that the gained BWF ranking points are also removed. (Regulation 9.7
in Badminton Europe’s Circuit Instructions)

The period for knocking-up before any match shall not exceed 3 minutes.
There is a warming —up court in a signposted room at the tournament venue.

During the entire tournament, at most one court will be equipped to enable
betting. For these courts, a specific order of play might be announced.
Players are not allowed to placing bets on an event of which they form a part.



Officials are not allowed to placing bets during the whole tournament where
they are nominated or not has an official.

Recognizing that such gambling is outside the control of the BWF, but wishing
to retain Badminton’s reputation for integrity, it is therefore recommended
that severe penalties (possibly including exclusion from the sport for life) be
applied to anyone, whether a player, or a court or team official, who
influences (or attempts to influence) the normal outcome or progress of a
match as determined by the skills and tactics of the players involved, typically
but not always, for personal financial gain.
